Our number one goal remains getting a hangar for

our flyable airplanes and we may soon have some news about moving into a hangar at Detroit

Metro Airport.

Yankee Air Museum's 2011 THUNDER OVER MICHIGAN Air Show has the privilege and distinction of being selected as
a Tier 1 Centennial of Naval Aviation Event. While there were hundreds of applications submitted to become a Tier 1
event, only 32 locations were chosen. These national events were selected by the United States Navy, Marine Corps
and Coast Guard to coordinate and focus joint resources in supporting their Centennial Commemoration.

THUNDER OVER MICHIGAN is the only Tier 1 Centennial event in the states of Michigan and Ohio.

Volunteers Needed for the Show

A-Team: (admissions) one of the most important groups at the air show, they take money and tickets at the gate and
make sure patrons get into the airfield as expeditiously
stay on your feet for a couple hours at a time, 4 hr shif
can get short breaks. A-Team will be operating 24 stations this year, so more than 100 people are needed each day.

Garbage Grunts & Cardboard CREW : Grunts & CREW are the mortal enemies of FOD (foreign objects & debris).
Ask any Grunt or CREW member, theydll tell you it is the
clean and tidy. Grunts & CREW are also very accessible to the crowd and often act as an information resource for at-
tendees.

The Grunts & CREW run a great recycling program, for cardboard and also reclaim deposit cans/bottles and water bot-

tles using the Binford 6000 sorter. They are so efficient that the trash expenses for TOM 2010 (including Grunt shirts,
lunches, truck rental, HQ tent, etc.) was only 0.371% of the air show expense budget. Nobody does it better.
